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Grievance Description

Most respected Sir, tehsildar Sadar submitted an arbitrary and inconsistent report in the following grievance which is 
reflecting jungle raj in the working of the tehsildar Sadar Mirzapur. Think about the gravity of the situation: an order 
has been passed by the Additional officer Sadar Mirzapur which compliance had to be made by the Lekhpal Babura Chhanvey 
Mirzapur and the lekhpal is telling in his report about the serial number of the case. The first two pages are the order 
of the additional officer and the third page is the report of Tehsildar attached to the grievance.
Order passed by the court on 13th September 2024 And it is 26th April 2025 today. This implies that 7 months 13 days 
passed but concerned Lekhpal did not ensure compliance of the court order which reflects anarchy in the working of the 
Lehkpal and also promoting corruption. It seems that rule of anarchy substituted the rule of law. Whether there is 
transparency and accountability in the working of the Tehsil Sadar.

Grievance Description The matter concerns the working of the sub divisional magistrates sadhar District Mirzapur.
6 months passed but the order passed by the court of additional sub divisional magistrate was not complied by the 
concerned lekhpal of villager Babura, Post Babura, tehsil-Sadar, District Mirzapur.There are two types of evidence of 
corruption i.e. 1- Direct evidence and 2- Circumstantial evidence.Why the compliance of the order of the court in six 
months was not ensured is a question mark in the working style of the tehsil-Sadar, District Mirzapur.An application 
under article 51 A of the constitution of India to make enquiry regarding the deliberate delay due to corruption of the 
orders of the court by the subordinates in Tashir Sadar. There is no transparency and accountability in the working of 
the subordinates in Tehsil Sadar District Mirzapur.Concerned Lekhpal is not making compliance of the following order 
dated 13th September 2024 passed by the additional sub divisional magistrate, tehsil sadar, district Mirzapur.

This 
is a humble request of the applicant to the most respected sir to direct an enquiry into the matter of corruption so that 
accountability may be fixed in the case of undue delay in the compliance of the court order. Undue delay due to 
procrastination is the essential ingredient of corruption and such practices must be checked to curb irregularities in 
the administrative functioning of the Tehsil Sadar. The applicant invites transparency and accountability in the 
functioning of the public staff.
Whether the arbitrariness and tyranny may be allowed in the name of adjudication is pending before a court of law? There 
is no transparency and accountability in pursuing the court orders and undue delay can be made which will affect the 
functioning of the court. Here it is obvious that Lekhpal made undue delay in making compliance of the order of the court 
which is showing doubtful integrity of the concerned Lekhpal. Whether the matter concerning the serious allegations of 
corruption can be overlooked in such a weird manner. Undoubtedly such cryptic working style is not reflecting good 
governance. Only partial demand could be fulfilled as demand is huge is root cause of procrastina
