Respected Sir,
I am writing to express my profound dissatisfaction and to challenge the official report dated
September 03, 2025, submitted by the Superintendent of Police, Mirzapur, in response to my
original grievance (Registration No. GOVUP/E/2025/0090520).

The report, which led to the closure of my case, is arbitrary, inconsistent, and fails to address the
core issue of my submission, demonstrating a clear attempt by the local police to concoct a
story and avoid accountability.

The Original Grievance vs. The Police Report
Core Issue of Grievance (Dated 09/08/2025)
Illegal Detention: My husband, Pramod Kumar Kushwaha, was illegally detained on 14th
September 2024 and charged under Sections 170/126/135 of BNSS (Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita).
The Police Report's (CO City) Narrative (Dated 02/09/2025)
Dispute Only: The report focuses on a family dispute between my husband and his brother,
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resulting in two cross-NCIs (104/24 & 105/24).
Applicant Demands for Compensation: I specifically demanded Rs. 25,000 compensation as per
the Government of Uttar Pradesh Circular dated 9th September 2021 for illegal detention under
Section 151 CrPC (or corresponding provision in BNSS).
CO City in his report Omission of Compensation: The report completely ignores and fails to
mention the demand for compensation and the relevant government circular, which is the
primary legal basis of my complaint.
Applicant in grievance, Demand for Inquiry: I requested a departmental inquiry against the
officers responsible for the unlawful detention.
CO City in his report, Focus on NCR Investigation: The report concludes by stating that an
investigation into the old NCIs is "ongoing," thus deflecting from the immediate administrative
and legal issue of the unlawful detention itself.

Manifest Discrepancies and Need for Intervention
The police report of the Circle Officer, City, Mirzapur, is clearly a concocted story of deflection:

Arbitrary Closure: The Superintendent of Police's office closed the grievance (Case Closed
03/09/2025) without addressing the main concerns—the illegal detention and the mandated
compensation. This action is a direct disregard for the government's own circular and grievance
redressal mechanism.

Contradictory Detention Details: The accompanying General Diary (GD) Entry No. 057 dated
14/09/2024 proves the detention, stating two persons, including Pramod Kumar Kushwaha, were
arrested under Section 170/126/135 BNSS. However, the subsequent investigation report
attempts to obscure this by focusing on a different, old family dispute (the NCIs), suggesting the
detention was merely a related administrative action rather than an illegal deprivation of liberty.

Misleading Conclusion: The report states: "The investigation so far has not yielded any
corroborative evidence regarding the other allegations made in the applicant's application," yet
it provides no reasoning as to why the specific allegation of illegal detention for more than 24
hours without judicial order (a violation of constitutional rights and procedural law) is not
corroborated, despite the GD entry confirming the arrest.

Prayer for Justice and Accountability
In light of the Mirzapur police's attempt to dismiss a serious complaint of illegal detention
through an inconsistent and deflective report, I humbly request your Hon'ble Office to:

11/10/2025 Direct the Senior Superintendent of Police, Mirzapur, to submit a
revised, fact-based report that specifically addresses and provides a
clear finding on the illegal detention of Pramod Kumar Kushwaha on
14th September 2024.

Order the immediate release of the mandated compensation of Rs.
25,000 to Pramod Kumar Kushwaha, as per the Government of Uttar
Pradesh Circular dated 9th September 2021, for his illegal detention.

Initiate a departmental inquiry against the Circle Officer, City, Mirzapur,
for submitting a misleading and evasive inquiry report and against the
officers responsible for the original unlawful detention.

My husband's constitutional right to liberty was violated. The attempt
by the local police to cover up this action undermines public trust. I
rely on your intervention to ensure that justice is not only done but is
seen to be done, upholding the dignity of citizens and the credibility of
the grievance redressal system.
