Subject: Written Statement regarding the deliberate bypassing of the
Autonomous Municipality of Mirzapur by the State Government.

Respected Sir,

The appellant wishes to place the following critical facts regarding the administrative
irregularity in the lease of 62,606 sq. ft. of land to the Lions Club:

1. The Autonomy of the Municipality: The Municipality of Mirzapur City is an
autonomous body. It is the rightful owner/custodian of the land and specifically
refused to extend the lease due to violations of terms by the leaseholder
(Lions Club).

2. Illegal Government Overreach: The Government of Uttar Pradesh (Nagar
Vikas Vibhag) has unfortunately bypassed the decision of the Municipality. By
extending the lease for 30 years (until 2040) against the express wishes of the
local body, the State Government has encroached upon the independent
powers of the Municipality.

3. Irrelevance of Local Transfers: The PIO, Nagar Vikas Vibhag, Lucknow, has
recently transferred this RTI to the Tehsildar and DM Mirzapur. This is a
diversionary tactic. Since the Tehsildar was never a party to the lease and the
Municipality's own proposal was ignored by the State, the documents and
"Reasons" for this extension exist only within the Secretariat files in
Lucknow.

4. Information Sought is State-Centric: My RTI seeks the internal
communications of the State Government (Nagar Vikas Vibhag) that justify:

Why the Municipality's proposal to cancel the lease was superseded.

On what legal grounds the State Government extended a lease for land it
does not directly manage, and that too at a nominal fee of ₹50 per year.

Prayer: The appellant prays that the Commission rejects the PIO's attempt to
shunt the responsibility to the Tehsildar. The Commission is requested to direct
Shri Ravindra Singh (PIO/Under Secretary, Nagar Vikas Vibhag, Lucknow) to
personally explain how and why the Secretariat bypassed an autonomous body to
benefit a private club, and to provide the file notings (Points 1-6) immediately.
