Subject: Urgent Complaint: Police & Medical Board Collusion to Suppress Evidence of
Grievous Injury (Fracture) – NCR No. 104/2024, PS Vindhyachal, Mirzapur.

Respected Sir/Madam,

I, Mahima Maurya, a resident of Village Gorsar Sarpati, Mirzapur, submit this formal
representation to highlight a gross miscarriage of justice and the biased approach of the
Mirzapur Medical Board and Police.

1. Facts of the Assault & Initial Medical Negligence On 14/09/2024, I was brutally
assaulted by Manoj Kumar Kushwaha and others. I was taken by the police to CHC
Vindhyachal for a medical exam at 11:25 AM. The examining doctor recorded a CLW
(Contused Lacerated Wound) in the "thenar" (base of thumb) area. Despite this
visible wound in a critical joint area, the doctor negligently failed to conduct or order an
X-ray, labeling the injury as "simple" based on a superficial glance .

2. Scientific Confirmation of Grievous Injury (Fracture) Due to unbearable pain, I
sought specialist treatment at Tej Bahadur Sapru Hospital, Prayagraj, where a Digital X-
ray (Skiagram) was conducted on 20/09/2024. The X-ray confirmed a Fracture at the base
of the 1st metacarpal bone (Thumb). Under Section 320 of the IPC (and relevant BNS
provisions), a bone fracture is legally defined as "Grievous Hurt."

3. Bias and Partiality of the Mirzapur Medical Board The Medical Board, in its report
dated 15/09/2025, has adopted a shamelessly partial approach to protect the accused and
cover up the initial doctor's negligence:

a- The Board claims the "origin" of the fracture is unknown.

b- This logic is fraudulent because the CHC Vindhyachal report proves a wound existed in the
exact same thenar/thumb location on the day of the incident.
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c- The Board is using the lack of an initial X-ray (which was the State's duty to provide) as
a weapon to discredit the actual fracture found just days later.

4. Failure of Accountable Officers The Investigating Officer has filed a Charge Sheet (No.
Nil/2025) under weak sections (115(2)/352 BNS) for "Simple Hurt," deliberately ignoring the
medical evidence of a fracture to save the accused from more severe legal consequences.
Furthermore, a female accused (Saroja Devi) was deliberately excluded from the charge sheet
despite her involvement.

Prayer for Relief:

1. Immediate Intervention: Direct the SP Mirzapur to add sections related to Grievous
Hurt (equivalent to 325/326 IPC) in NCR 104/2024 based on the Sapru Hospital X-ray.

2. Accountability: Initiate an inquiry against the Medical Board, Mirzapur, for their biased
report and the CHC doctor for professional negligence (failure to order an X-ray).

3. Protection: Ensure the safety of the victim from the influential accused persons.

Focus:

Failure of Initial Medical Exam: CHC Vindhyachal recorded a wound on the "left side in
thenar index fingers" on 14/09/2024 but negligently failed to order an X-ray.

Radiological Proof: A Digital X-ray at Tej Bahadur Sapru Hospital (20/09/2024) confirmed a
"Fracture at the base of 1st metacarpal bone".

Grievous Hurt: Legally, a fracture is classified as "Grievous Hurt" (Section 320 IPC /
relevant BNS), yet the police filed the Charge Sheet under weak sections for "Simple Hurt"
(115(2)/352 BNS).

Medical Board Bias: The Mirzapur Medical Board report (15/09/2025) is evasive, claiming
the origin of the fracture is "unknown" while ignoring the wound recorded in the exact
same spot on day one.

I trust in your commitment to 'Mission Shakti' and the protection of women's rights in Uttar
Pradesh.
