WRITTEN STATEMENT ON BEHALF OF THE APPELLANT

Most Respectfully Showeth:

1. Background: The appellant filed an RTI application dated 11/08/2025 seeking
six points of information regarding a medical examination at CHC Vindhyachal
where a fracture was missed, and seeking details of the responsible Medical
Officer and hospital facilities.

2. Illegal Denial by PIO: The PIO (CMO Mirzapur) originally denied information on
points 1, 2, and 3 by incorrectly invoking Section 11(1). The appellant submits
that service details, posting dates, and reasons for medical decisions of a public
servant in the discharge of official duties do not constitute "third-party
confidential information."

3. Failure of First Appellate Authority (FAA): The FAA failed to hear or pass any
order on the First Appeal (DIRMH/A/2025/61445) within the statutory 45-day
limit, forcing the appellant to approach this Hon’ble Commission.

4. Rejoinder to CHC Response (Letter dated 30.12.2025): While the
Superintendent of CHC Vindhyachal has recently provided some information
(received via email copy), the response is incomplete and contradictory:

Medical Negligence: The CHC admits an X-ray was not conducted.
However, the appellant has proof that a fracture was later confirmed at Tej
Bahadur Sapru Hospital. This indicates the "SOP" mentioned in point 5
was either not followed or is insufficient.

Delayed Information: This information is being provided nearly 4 months
late, well beyond the 30-day limit prescribed under Section 7(1) of the RTI
Act.

5. Prayer:
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Direct the PIO to provide certified copies of the specific "Standard
Operating Procedures (SOP)" mentioned in their latest response.

Impose a penalty on the PIO under Section 20(1) for the initial illegal
denial and the 4-month delay in providing information.

Recommend disciplinary action against the PIO under Section 20(2) for
persistent disregard of the RTI Act.
