|, Tej Bahadur Singh, S/o Vijay Bahadur Singh, resident of Village Saraijeet Rai Urf Pure Bhawa,
Tehsil Phoolpur, District Prayagraj, humbly submit this complaint regarding the gross negligence
and deliberate misconduct demonstrated by the Tehsildar/Lekhpal of Phoolpur in handling a
serious government land encroachment matter.

Background of the Grievance

The original complaint pertains to the illegal construction of permanent residential structures on
government land (Araji Sankhaya 283) by the following individuals, which is a clear violation of
Section 122B of the U.P. Zamindari Abolition and Land Reforms Act, 1950:

1: Balendra Singh, S/o Jang Bahadur Singh

2: Baleshwar Singh, S/o Jang Bahadur Singh

3: Nirmala Singh, W/o Jang Bahadur Singh

Details of Arbitrary Closure and False Reporting

The initial grievance was registered and subsequently closed twice, in a manner that clearly
indicates a deliberate attempt by the subordinate staff to protect the encroachers and avoid
mandatory legal proceedings.

The key details of the closures are: Grievance No.: GOVUP/E/2025/0073297 Date of Action:
23/07/2025 Official Remark (Translated): "Report sent to service. Approved.”" Complainant’s
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Feedback: Closed arbitrarily, citing the complainant missed a phone call from the Lekhpal.

Grievance No.: GOVUP/E/2025/0100242Date of Action: 30/09/20250fficial Remark (Translated):
"No construction is currently happening on Araji Sankhaya 283."Complainant’s Feedback: Wrong
report attached. The closure report is vague and fails to address the existing illegal structures.

The crucial point is that the complaint is not about new construction, but the mandatory action
(demolition and recovery of land) against existing illegal residential structures already built on
government land. The Tehsildar’s report is thus factually misleading and deliberately forged to
avoid action under Section 122B(1).

Closing a serious land encroachment case on the sole basis of a missed phone call, or by
submitting a report that ignores the existing illegal structures, undermines the integrity of the
Jansunwai portal and raises serious doubts about the accountability of the concerned officials.

Prayer for Justice and Action

In light of the evidence suggesting collusion between the subordinate revenue staff and the
encroachers, | respectfully request your esteemed office to take the following urgent and
mandatory actions:

1- Reopening and Reassignment: Immediately reopen both grievances (GOVUP/E/2025/0073297
and GOVUP/E/2025/0100242).

2-lmpartial Inspection: Mandate a fresh, independent field inspection and report by a senior,
unbiased officer, preferably the Sub-Divisional Magistrate (SDM) or an Additional District
Magistrate (ADM), who was not previously involved.

3-Strict Action on Encroachment: Ensure formal proceedings are initiated immediately against
the named individuals under Section 122B for the demolition of the illegal structures and
recovery of the government land and costs.

4-Disciplinary Action: Initiate strict disciplinary action against the Tehsildar and/or Lekhpal
responsible for submitting the false and misleading reports on the Jansunwai portal, as this
constitutes a clear breach of official duty and an attempt to circumvent the law.
