Respected Sir/Madam,

| am writing to formally report the wilful non-compliance of the Commission's
directions by the Superintendent of Police (SP), Mirzapur.

1. Deadline Expired: On 29/12/2025, the Hon’ble Commission directed the SP

Mirzapur to take action within six weeks. This stipulated time expired on
09/02/2026 with zero progress on the registration of the FIR for the robbery

dated 24/10/2025.

2. Failure to Associate Victim: The order mandated "associating the
complainant/victim". | have not been contacted for any witness examination
(including witness Krishna Pandey) or evidence collection.

3.0Ongoing Abuse of Power: While the Commission categorized this as "Abuse
of Power," the local police closed my grievance on 04/02/2026 by falsely

mislabeling a daylight robbery of ¥8 Lakh as a "civil property dispute".

4. Immediate Threat: The offenders are currently selling the robbed jewelry and
appliances because the police refuse to seize the CCTV DVR or the stolen
goods.

PRAYER: | request the Commission to summon the Superintendent of Police,
Mirzapur, to explain the non-compliance and to direct the immediate recovery of the
stolen articles.

Grievance Description

TO, THE SUPERINTENDENT OF POLICE, DISTRICT MIRZAPUR, UTTAR PRADESH. CC: CHIEF
MINISTER'S SECRETARIAT, LUCKNOW.

SUBJECT: URGENT COMPLAINT AGAINST THE DELIBERATE DEVIATION BY LOCAL POLICE
REGARDING DAYLIGHT ROBBERY, CRIMINAL HOUSE-BREAKING, AND SYSTEMATIC
DESTRUCTION OF EVIDENCE.

REF: PREVIOUSLY CLOSED GRIEVANCE NOS. GOVUP/E/2025/0136498 & GOVUP/E/2025/0146016.
RESPECTED SIR,

I, Smt. Archana Devi, W/o Shri Amit Kumar Dubey, resident of Gharhu Patti, Mirzapur, am
compelled to submit this fresh grievance because the previous investigation reports (Aakhya)
submitted by the local police are a gross miscarriage of justice. The reports are a tactical attempt
to shield the accused by intentionally misclassifying a heinous criminal act as a "civil property
dispute.”

1. THE CORE ISSUE: DAYLIGHT ROBBERY AND USE OF FORCE The local police have consistently
ignored the primary criminal incident that occurred on October 24, 2025. On this day, the
accused—YVikas Dubey, Savitri Devi, Divya Devi, and Tinku Tiwari—acting with common
intention, used physical force to break the iron gates and locks of my legally occupied residential
portion. This was a "Daylight Robbery" where gold jewelry and household items worth
approximately X8 Lakh were looted.

Police Deviation: The investigation report dated 01/01/2026 focuses entirely on a 2014 family
settlement and 2018 marriage expenses.

Legal Objection: A pre-existing property dispute does not grant any person a license to commit
"House-Breaking" (Sec 445 IPC) or "Robbery" (Sec 390 IPC). The police are using a "Civil" label
to avoid their mandatory duty to register an FIR for a "Cognizable" offense.

2. EVIDENCE TAMPERING AND SECTION 201 IPC | have provided the Cash Memo from M/s

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Computer Care Center (dated 24-05-2025) which proves a functional CCTV system was installed
and maintained by my husband.

The Criminal Act: The accused have illegally seized the DVR and turned off the system to hide
the footage of their entry.

Police Negligence: Despite my specific request in Grievance No. 0147964, the police have failed
to prepare a Seizure Memo or send the DVR for Forensic Examination. This delay allows the
accused to overwrite the hard drive, effectively destroying digital evidence of the crime.

3. VIOLATION OF THE "LALITA KUMARI" MANDATE The Supreme Court of India, in Lalita Kumari
vs. Govt. of UP, has made it mandatory to register an FIR when a complaint discloses a
cognizable offense.

The police report acknowledges the dispute but refuses to register a fresh FIR for the October
24th robbery.

By failing to register the FIR, the local authorities are in contempt of the Supreme Court's
directives and are actively facilitating the "lllegal Dispossession” of a woman from her residence.

4. SUPPRESSION OF DIRECT WITNESSES The investigation has ignored the presence of a Police
Constable from Fataha Chowki who was reportedly present during the incident and made a
video recording. Furthermore, the police have failed to record the statement of an independent
witness, Krishna Pandey (Coaching Operator), who can confirm the use of force to break the
gate.

PRAYER FOR RELIEF:

REGISTER AN FIR IMMEDIATELY under Sections 390 (Robbery), 445 (House-breaking), 448
(Trespass), and 201 (Destruction of Evidence) of the IPC against the named accused.

IMMEDIATE SEIZURE OF DVR: Direct the City Kotwali to seize the CCTV DVR under a formal
memo to prevent further tampering.

RESTORATION OF POSSESSION: Ensure my safety and restore my possession of my residence as
per the Specific Relief Act and Supreme Court guidelines on women's property rights.

The rule of law cannot be subverted by labeling a robbery as a "family matter.” | request your
urgent intervention to ensure that criminal elements are not protected by the local police.
