February 28, 2026 <br><br>---<br><br>### 2. Brief Facts of the Case: <br>The Appellant filed
an RTI application on February 07, 2026, seeking information regarding the administrative
compliance mechanism established by the Hon'ble Supreme Court to ensure the mandatory
registration of FIRs as per the Lalita Kumari mandate and subsequent transition to the Bharatiya
Nagarik Suraksha Sanhita (BNSS), 2023. The CPIO denied the information on February 28, 2026,
claiming that the matter pertained to judicial records accessible only under the Supreme Court
Rules, 2013, and that the request fell outside the scope of Section 2(f) of the RTI Act. <br><br>---
<br><br>### 3. Grounds for Appeal: <br>- **Absence of Pending Adjudication:** <br> The
information sought does not involve "pending adjudication." The Lalita Kumari judgment was
finalized on November 12, 2013, and related contempt cases (No. 668/2015) were concluded.
Therefore, the records are not restricted to judicial files but also to administrative oversight
records. <br><br>- **Administrative vs Judicial Function:** <br> The Appellant is seeking
information on the existence of a monitoring mechanism or committee, which is an administrative
setup of the Registry, not a judicial deliberation. Reports submitted by the State of Uttar Pradesh to
confirm compliance with a public mandate are administrative documents held by the public
authority. <br><br>- **Failure of the "Court Rules" Argument:** <br> Order XIII of the Supreme
Court Rules pertains to obtaining copies of judicial records by parties or non-parties to a specific
case. It does not cover systemic information regarding the Court's administrative procedure for
tracking nationwide implementation of its own mandates. <br><br>- **Evidence of
Implementation Failure:** <br> Documents from the Senior Superintendent of Police, Mirzapur,
dated August and November 2025, explicitly state that the mandatory FIR advisory was never
received in District Mirzapur. This demonstrates a complete breakdown in the compliance chain,
necessitating transparency regarding the Supreme Court's internal monitoring mechanisms.
<br><br>- **Misapplication of Section 2(f):** <br> The CPIO’s claim that providing information
on compliance mechanisms amounts to "interpretation" is incorrect. The Appellant is seeking
existing data and records (Compliance Reports/Circulars), which are clearly defined as
"Information" under Section 2(f). <br><br>---<br><br>### 4. Prayers/Relief Sought: <br>Set
aside the CPIO’s order dated February 28, 2026. Direct the CPIO to provide specific information
regarding the "Compliance Reports" filed by the State of Uttar Pradesh and details of the
designated administrative mechanism for monitoring FIR registration mandates. <br><br>---

of U.P. (2014) 2 SCC 1, and the subsequent MHA Advisory dated 12th October 2015 regarding
mandatory FIR registration, please provide the following:

1- Whether the Supreme Court has issued any subsequent directions or circulars to the High Courts
or State Governments to ensure the strict implementation of the Lalita Kumari mandate in light of
the transition to the Bharatiya Nagarik Suraksha Sanhita (BNSS), 2023.

2- Information regarding any "Compliance Reports" submitted by the State of Uttar Pradesh to the
Supreme Court registry concerning the mandatory registration of FIRs for cognizable offenses as
directed in the aforementioned judgment.

3- Whether the Supreme Court has a designated mechanism or committee to monitor the non-
compliance of FIR registration mandates by district police authorities (such as the reported non-
receipt of MHA advisories in District Mirzapur).

4- Clarification on whether the protection of "Zero FIR" registration, previously an administrative
advisory, is now recognized as a mandatory judicial requirement under the current legal
framework.
