Grievance Description

URGENT: 3 deaths due to illegal construction ban despite "No Stay" order. Mauaima police
malicious use of 151 CrPC facilitates land grab. Immediate intervention needed. The working of
the Mauaima police is lowering the dignity of the Police in the state of Uttar Pradesh. False FIRs
to facilitate the land grabbing can never be justified. ( Dignity of Yogi government)

**BEFORE THE POLICE COMMISSIONER, PRAYAGRAJ (COMMISSIONERATE)**
**Subject:** Formal Complaint regarding the **criminal conspiracy**, **abuse of power**, and
**malicious prosecution** by Mauaima Police to facilitate an illegal land grab and the resulting

violation of the Right to Life.

**Complainant:** Tej Bahadur Singh, S/o Late Vijay Bahadur Singh

**Respected Sir,**
I, Tej Bahadur Singh, am a victim of a calculated criminal conspiracy orchestrated by my

neighbors—Balendra Singh and Baleshwar Singh—with the active collusion of the Station House
Officer (SHO) and S.I. Chandra Shekhar Yadav of Mauaima Police Station.

| wish to bring to your immediate attention the following facts that prove the police are acting
as a private militia for land grabbers rather than law enforcement officers:

**1. The Procedural Trap of March 1, 2023**
On 01/03/2023, after my family was physically assaulted by the offenders (supported by medical
reports and photographs), we approached the Mauaima Police for help. Instead:

* The police first "challaned” my son Saurabh Singh and me under **Section 151/107/116 of the
CrPC**,
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* **The Legal Anomaly:** Section 151 is a *preventive* measure used when no crime has yet
occurred. However, at **9:02 PM** that same night, the police registered **FIR No. 0098/2023**
against us under serious sections (**354, 380, 427, 323 IPC**).

* If a serious crime like theft or outraging modesty had occurred, there was no legal basis for a
Section 151 arrest. This proves the police used the daytime to detain us preventatively while
"manufacturing” a serious criminal case at night to paralyze our legal standing.

**2. Enforcement of an Unauthorized Construction Ban**
For six years, the Mauaima Police have physically prevented me from reconstructing my
ancestral house.

* A certified RTI from the Court of the Civil Judge (Case No. 3853/2022) dated 09/03/2026
explicitly states: **"No Stay Order" (R T-Iﬁ%)**.

* Despite the absence of a judicial stay, the Mauaima Police continue to threaten us with arrest if
we attempt to build, while simultaneously allowing the offenders to encroach upon my Abadi
land with permanent structures.

**3. Fatal Consequences and Identity Fraud**

The local police have created such a "fear psychosis" that we cannot even seek local redress
without being threatened with new false cases. This state-sponsored homelessness has led to the
deaths of three family members—**Suresh Bahadur Singh, Mrs. Uma Singh, and Mrs. Rama
Singh**—due to exposure and lack of shelter in 2026. Furthermore, the offenders have
fraudulently declared me "dead" in official records to stop my pension, a crime the local police
refuse to investigate.

**PRAYER**
In light of the above, | earnestly pray that your office:

1.

**Transfer the Investigation:** Immediately transfer all inquiries and cases (including FIR
98/2023) away from Mauaima Police Station to an independent unit or the Crime Branch, as the
local police are biased parties.

|, the applicant Tej Bahadur Singh, son of Late Vijay Bahadur Singh, along with the families of my
deceased brothers—Late Shiv Bahadur Singh (Ex-Army), Late Chandrabali Singh, and Late Suresh
Bahadur Singh—am a permanent resident of Village Saraijitaray alias Purebhava, Police Station
Mauaima, Post Ghinpur, District Prayagra;.

Our ancestral mud house, which was in a dilapidated condition, recently collapsed due to heavy
rains. We now intend to reconstruct our home on that site. However, during this process, our
neighbors—Mr. Balendra Singh and Mr. Baleshwar, both sons of Late Jang Bahadur Singh—who
are liquor businessmen and individuals of dominant/criminal muscle power, are constantly
harassing our family through various conspiracies. They are obstructing the reconstruction and
attempting to illegally encroach upon our residential (Abadi) land.

Historical Context of the Property:

Our ancestor, Late Gajraj Singh, had two sons: Late Shamsher Bahadur Singh and Late Nepal
Singh. While Late Nepal Singh and Late Bhagwan Din Singh (son of Shamsher Bahadur) resided
in the village, Late Shamsher Bahadur Singh operated a business in Bengal along with his other
sons, Late Vijay Bahadur Singh and Late Ram Kripal Singh. Before his passing, Late Shamsher
Bahadur Singh bequeathed all Bengal properties to Late Ram Kripal Singh, while the village
properties in Saraijitaray were allotted to Late Bhagwan Din Singh and my father, Late Vijay

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Bahadur Singh.

In due course, Late Ram Kripal Singh lost the Bengal properties due to poor habits. His son, Late
Jang Bahadur Singh, was eventually ousted from Bengal by his brothers following family
disputes, after which he returned to the village with his mother. Although he had no legal claim
to the village land (as his father’s share was in Bengal), my father, Late Vijay Bahadur Singh, out
of humanity, provided him a portion of his own share to settle and live.

Current Grievance:

Today, the family of Late Jang Bahadur Singh (his wife Nirmala Singh and sons Balendra and
Baleshwar) is attempting to illegally seize the remaining land belonging to the four sons of Late
Vijay Bahadur Singh.

Due to the lack of a house, our family is forced to live as nomads, seeking shelter with relatives.
Tragically, my brother Suresh Bahadur Singh passed away recently due to extreme heat and lack
of proper shelter. Even his last rites and rituals (Terahvi) had to be performed in a tent with the
help of villagers. Our social dignity is at stake. Furthermore, the widows of my elder brothers—
Mrs. Rama Singh and Mrs. Uma Singh—are elderly and in poor health. Without a house, | am
unable to provide them with care or medical stability, leading to severe mental agony.

In a shocking display of their influence, the accused (Balendra and Baleshwar Singh) have even
managed to have me, Tej Bahadur Singh, declared dead in official records. As a result, my old-
age pension has been stopped. We are currently facing extreme financial and mental distress.

Prayer:

In light of the above facts, | earnestly request your intervention to assist us in reconstructing our
ancestral house and to protect us from the illegal encroachments by the aforementioned
individuals. We seek to be safely reinstated in our home.
