SESSIONS JUDGE, MIRZAPUR, UTTAR PRADESH.Subject: First Appeal under Section
19(1) of the RTI Act, 2005 against the order of CPIO/Additional District and
Sessions Judge (Court No. 01), Mirzapur.The appellant, Mahima Maurya, resident of
Village Gonasar Sarpati, Post Kalna, Police Station Vindhyachal, Mirzapur, Pin
231303, with mobile number +91-7355543503, hereby submits this appeal. Under
serial number 1, the details of the CPIO are Santosh Kumar Gautam, Central Public
Information Officer and Additional District and Sessions Judge, Court No. 01,
Mirzapur. Under serial number 2, the particulars of the order being appealed are the
Rejection Order dated 27-01-2026 issued under RTI Registration Number
DNMZP/R/2025/60048. Under serial number 3, the brief facts are that the appellant
sought certified copies of Charge Sheet No. Nil/2025 dated 24-10-2025 and the
Medical Board Report under Letter No. 607 dated 29-08-2025 regarding NCR No.
104/2024 at P.S. Vindhyachal. Under serial number 4, the CPIO rejected the
application on 27-01-2026 by citing Rule 26 of the Allahabad High Court RTI Rules
2006, claiming the matter is pending adjudication and therefore not maintainable.
Under serial number 5, the first ground for appeal is that the CPIO violated Section
4(1)(b) of the RTI Act by failing to provide the specific Judicial Case Number or the
current status of the matter in the CJM Court. Under serial number 6, the second
ground is that Rule 26 was misinterpreted to hide administrative case details that do
not interfere with judicial deliberations. Under serial number 7, the third ground is
that under Section 22 of the RTI Act, 2005, the Act has an overriding effect over
inconsistent court rules, especially when a victim alleges the suppression of
"Grievous Hurt" evidence by the police. Under serial number 8, the appellant prays
that the First Appellate Authority set aside the CPIO''s order and direct the
disclosure of the Judicial Case Number, the current stage of the case, and certified
copies of the Medical Board Report and Charge Sheet as originally requested. Under
serial number 9, the appellant declares that all information provided is true to the
best of her knowledge.

**Respected Sir/Madam,**

I, **Mahima Maurya**, the victim and complainant in the referenced case, humbly submit this
grievance regarding the partial and misleading report submitted by the local police, which
prejudices the pursuit of justice.

### **A. Core Case Facts & Court Order**

The case involves **NCR No. 104/2024** (Under Sections 115(2)/352 BNS, P.S. Vindhyachal),
based on a court order dated **09/06/2025** from the Hon'ble Chief Judicial Magistrate,
Mirzapur. The original medical reports from Tej Bahadur Sapru Hospital, Prayagraj, confirm a
**Thumb Fracture** (Grievous Hurt). The investigation involved S.I. Jaishankar Ray (Former IO)
and S.I. Raghavendra Rai (Current IO).

### **B. Facts of Misconduct and Suppression of Evidence**

The investigating officers have failed in their legal duty:
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1.  **Non-Return of Original Evidence:** The original medical evidence was taken by former IO,
**S.I. Jaishankar Ray**, who failed to return it or formally transfer it.
2.  **Submission of Misleading Charge Sheet:** Current IO, S.I. Raghavendra Rai, filed a **Charge
Sheet (No. nil/2025 dated 24.10.2025)** under minor sections (BNS 115(2)/352) and falsely
stated: "No corroborative evidence has been found in the investigation so far regarding the
other allegations..." This statement deliberately omits or suppresses the known evidence of the
grievous injury.
3.  **Evasive Grievance Reply by CO:** The final action taken report submitted by the **Circle
Officer (City, Shri Vivek Jawala)**, which closed the earlier grievance, was a repeated, generic
reply that **failed to address the specific submission regarding the missing original evidence
and its chain of custody.**

### **C. Proof of Suppressed Evidence (Medical Board Inquiry)**

The suppressed evidence is verifiable:

* The matter was referred to a **Medical Board** (CMO, Mirzapur) vide **Letter No.
Mu.C.Adhikari/Me.Bo./2025-26/607 dated 29.08.2025.**
* The original documents were physically presented to the Medical Board by S.I. Raghavendra
Rai (as verbally confirmed by the IO to the Medical Board members).
* The **Medical Board has concluded its inquiry** and prepared a **Final Report** confirming
the nature of the injury. This report is conclusive evidence of **Grievous Hurt** that the police
have willfully failed to file in the Hon'ble Court.

### **D. Prayer/Request for Immediate Action**

I humbly request your esteemed office to:

1.  **Immediate Order for Supplementary Report:** Issue immediate and strict orders to the
**Senior Superintendent of Police, Mirzapur,** to compel **S.I. Raghavendra Rai** to file a
**Supplementary Charge Sheet** (under Section 173(8) BNSS) in the Hon'ble Court. This report
must include:
    * The **Original Medical Treatment Documents** (Thumb Fracture X-Rays/Reports).
    * The **Final Report/Opinion of the Medical Board, Mirzapur**.
2.  **Inquiry into Misconduct:** Order a high-level inquiry into the conduct of the **Circle Officer
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(City)** for submitting an evasive and misleading grievance reply, and into the officers
responsible for suppressing evidence of 'Grievous Hurt' to protect the accused.
3.  **Provide Copies:** Order the police to provide a free copy of the **Charge Sheet No.
nil/2025** and all annexed documents to the applicant immediately.

I trust that you will take swift and necessary action to ensure the full truth, including evidence of
grievous injury, is placed before the Hon'ble Court for the proper framing of charges.
