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Grievance Description

Reference: Special Appeal against the derogatory, defamatory, and misleading disposal of Public

Respected Sir,

I, Naresh Kumar Jaiswal, resident of Surekapuram Colony, Jabalpur Road, Mirzapur, approach
your esteemed office with deep distress and anguish regarding the blatant lack of sensitivity,
character assassination, and unparliamentary conduct displayed by the local police
administration on the state's transparent Janसुनवाई portal.

On 21/02/2026, I submitted a grievance addressed to the Superintendent of Police, Mirzapur,
exposing a cognizable offense of criminal breach of trust, forgery, and land fraud. The complaint
was backed by verified revenue records (Bhulekh / Khatauni)—available in the core reference file
named "Nareshdoc.pdf"—proving that our ancestral and coparcenary property located in Village
Bhatewara (Kon), Mirzapur, was fraudulently alienated by concealing my birthrights and
executing sale deeds based on forged claims of sole ownership. This explicitly attracts sections
420, 406, 467, 468, and 471 of the IPC (or corresponding BNS equivalents).

However, instead of conducting a lawful investigation into the financial and document forgery,
the Circle Officer (Sadar), Mirzapur, closed the case on 31/03/2026 by uploading a highly
derogatory and abusive remark on the public portal. The official remark states: "आवेदक िदमाग से
कुछ िडस्टव� लगता है... अपनी पि� को छोड चुका है..." (The applicant appears to be mentally
disturbed... has abandoned his wife...).

I raise the following severe legal and administrative objections against this unparliamentary
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disposal:

1- Abuse of Public Grievance Portal & Derogatory Language: The Janसुनwai portal is established
by the state government to provide dignified and transparent redressal to citizens. By recording
that the applicant is "mentally disturbed" without any authorized medical board evaluation or
clinical certificate, the concerned police officials have committed an act of public character
assassination. This flagrantly violates my fundamental right to live with dignity under Article 21
of the Constitution. This abusive and diversionary language was intentionally used to frustrate
the applicant and shield the perpetrators of the land fraud from criminal prosecution.

2-- Irrelevant Conflation with Matrimonial Dispute: The police report cites an ongoing
maintenance case (Case No. 915/2021) pending in the Family Court of Gorakhpur. A citizen's
personal matrimonial dispute is an entirely separate civil/matrimonial matter and does not strip
him of his ancestral coparcenary property rights, nor does it grant immunity to anyone to
commit forgery on public records.

3- Violation of Supreme Court Mandate: In Lalita Kumari vs. State of U.P., the Hon’ble Supreme
Court categorically mandated that if a complaint discloses the commission of a cognizable
offense, registration of an FIR is compulsory. The local police completely bypassed this mandate,
labeled a clear case of forgery as a mere "father-son dispute," and weaponized a superficial
action under sections 126/135 of the BNSS to shut the case.

PRAYER:

Therefore, I most humbly request your benevolent office to:

A) Vacate the Misleading Report: Order the immediate cancellation of the highly biased, abusive,
and misleading report uploaded by the local police
.
B) Identify and Disclose the Defamating Officer: Provide the full name, designation, and login ID
of the official who drafted and uploaded these derogatory remarks on the public portal,
enabling me to initiate legal proceedings for criminal defamation and breach of service conduct
rules.

C) Direct Registration of FIR: Issue strict directives to the senior district police authorities to log
an FIR under relevant criminal sections (IPC 420/467/468 etc.) based on the verified revenue
evidence attached
